The 
    monogram, which is dated 1740, represents the once mighty  
    Dutch East India Company, which had its offices here for almost  
    150 years. Contrasting this, past the gate leads to trinity, a  
    delightful 3-bedroom bungalow with contemporary design & an outside       

sitting area. The bedrooms have private bath/garden areas.

If paying in  
    foreign currency, the resort accepts US dollars, Sterling Pounds and  
    Euros.  Travellers cheques are also accepted.  Payments are made to  
    The Malabar House, on behalf of trinity 
 
Mobile telephones  All mobile telephones work here, on the local network. 
 
When to go / Climate  There are no particular seasonal weather changes in Kerala as it  

    benefits from a tropical climate and is warm and humid all year round.  
    No warm clothes are necessary in Cochin.  It tends to rain in June and  
    July and there can be sporadic showers in October, November.    
 
Opening and closing  trinity remains open on all 365 days. 
 
Pests    Being a coastal, tropical area, there are mosquitoes about.  However,  
    the hotel takes precautions in this area and, by way of pest control; it  
    sprays the public areas and gardens daily.  The rooms have mosquito  
    repellents provided and mosquito coils are available for added  
    protection when dining outside.
